	Matériaux : 
1. Je me présente" Kate Nixon
2. Colouring utensils (choice of student)
3. Piece of blank paper (1 per student) 
4. Chalkboard (ideally prepped with categories to make transition quicker)
5. Printout of adjectives to describe themselves (to keep as a resource for themselves)  

	Goals for the Lesson: Students will be capable of… 
1. Identify their own ethnicity in French.
2. Identify their Religious Identity (whether active or passive) in French.
3. Choose adjectives to describe themselves and use the correct endings according to their gender identity.
4. Identify activities they enjoy in French.
5. Identify their own spoken languages in French. 
6. Submitting a completed activity by the end of class. 

	Introduction of Activity and New Terms (10 minutes)

	Introduce ideas of Francophone countries through a presentation and the meaning of ethnicity, religious identity, language, and some important adjectives. 

	Brainstorming Words to fit in Categories (5-10 minutes)

	The instructor will ask students for words that fit into each of the categories. This will allow for everyone to be on the same page of what words describe ethnicity, which words describe language and religious identity. As a group, the words will be added to the board and students will be able to reflect on which of these words describe them before they are asked to write them down on their own project. 

	Hand Craft (30 minutes) 

	Students will each be provided with a blank piece of paper and instructions to trace their hand, and write full sentences on each of the fingers according to the categories provided. They are allowed to be creative and decorate their hands. They should put the phrase “Je me présente” and their own name on the palm of the hand. This will be submitted after ~30 minutes or at the end of class.
